The above extra detention is a prime factor in loss of punctuality of Rewa originating trains.

& go from Achhnera - Bandikui section are received on PF-1 & 2 of Bharatpur station, in view of long train lengths 2
minutes halt time is insufficient for detraining & entraining passengers and timely loading & unloading of
luggage/parcel traffic.

Bharatpur Station in Single line section of Achhnera- Bandikui section is under the control of Agra Division (NCR)

and also the Time-Table of the trains are decided by Agra Division (NCR). Therefore, WCR is unable to increase its

halts duration.
Also, time duration for crossing of trains provided are less at Bharatpur station, resulting in loss of punctuality
even if the train coming from opposite direction is late by few minutes, the waiting train loses its punctuality.
